The Board of Trustees and staff wish to thank
you all for the quick response to the 2 early
closures of the school, and the 2 whole day
closures which occurred last week. We
acknowledge that waiting on decisions to
close, and even the reopening, was stressful
for families particularly as you had heard that
other schools had made announcements
before us. In order to make informed
decisions we needed to contact the Ministry
of Education and Civil Defence, and then the
Board of Trustees is the only body that can
close the school. | wish to thank the Board
members for their diligence in this difficult
process.

Some families received some text alerts and
not others. We endeavoured to contact you
through text alert, email and Seesaw, as sent
out by your class teachers, and we also
contacted the radio stations.

you give us permission to. Seesaw is the best
communication here as it goes straight to the
teacher. Of course this all presumes that we
have internet access which may not be the
case in all emergencies.

KEY REQUESTS

A. The Lemon and Pendarves Street Kiss and
Drops are for Year 1 students (who do not
have an older sibling) ONLY. Many students
of all ages are being dropped there in the
morning.

All students and their families are encouraged
to walk, scoot, bike or park-and-walk to
school.

The kiss and drop zones (P2) are not for
waiting in. If your child is not waiting there
already you must move on. You will be
ticketed if you stay in the spaces longer than
two minutes, including before 3.00.

Please do not wait in the zones before
3.00p.m.

Most children take a few minutes to get down
to the gates. If you are an early bird we
request you park further away, meet your
child at the user friendly space at the gates,
and walk with your child back to the car.
